What is teething?

Smile! It’s a big moment in baby’s development — the first tooth! Teething
is when your baby’s teeth start to break through the gums. The process
generally starts around 4-7 months and can last up to 36 months.

While first teeth often appear around 6 months, 0—0-0-
don'’t worry if your baby doesn’t follow this timing! W

Timing of teething varies and some babies reach their
first birthday without any teeth.
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Most babies develop teeth from
6-12 months & have all their
baby teeth by 3 years
v/ The first teeth to appear
are the front teeth
(either upper or lower)
v The first molars generally
come after

or a cold, wet washcloth

Commow teething signs

Signs of teething may begin before a first tooth is even visible.
As the teeth begin to emerge, the gums around them may become
swollen and tender. Some discomfort during teething is normal.

Common signs of teething:

v/ Fussiness v Trouble sleeping v Irritability v Ear rubbing
v/ Loss of appetite v Increased drooling v Desire to chew
